May we, as 
individuals and as a church, be 
open to the Spiritõs moving and 
may we be willing to take some 
risk, try something new and 
maybe; we will see some 
unexpected fruit.  
 

May we allow the God of the 
Universe to transform us through 
grace. With this grace, may we 
reach out and be gracious to 
those who need an extra cup of 
grace and love.
